Step #1.  Create BOTH holes in 1 window.  When you save this, it will be labeled as hole #1.
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Step#2.  Right click on the hole#1 in the course edit window.  Then select copy.  Then in the course edit window select paste.  This will create an exact duplicate of the first hole.  It will automatically rename it to the next hole# available.  In the example below it is renamed to hole#2.  
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Now open that hole #2 (as in the example) and move the tees, shot points and pins (as shown below) and save.
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Now you will have 2 holes for your course even though they have been designed in the same hole edit window.

Tip:  Design both of the holes completely (making sure all elevations, smoothing, objects have been set for BOTH holes before doing the copy / paste (as in step 1).  This will save you time and also make sure that everything is the same when looking between the holes.

Another method, is to just design 1 hole in the window and then, just place fairway & green textures above and below your hole.  This gives the effect of having more holes close by.  See my screen shot below:
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
